Instructions for Experiment WP3 

Before the subject arrives:

1. Log in to the server and, make sure that “NumLock” is activated.

2. Double-click on the Video Quality Experiment icon and, click on start.

After the subject arrives, read the following instructions:

1. [Sit the subject in the chair, centered in front of the video monitor. The subject should be adjusted backward or forward to get a distance of three times the monitor screen’s height from the video monitor screen. The most comfortable position for the subject tends to be leaning forward slightly with forearms or elbows on the table.]
2. “This experiment is about quality of video. You will watch a set of videos with defects or impairments and, you will rate them (using a slider) in how strong or how visible each defect is. We are interested in know your first impression about each defects.”
3. “This experiment is divided in 5 session: calibration, free-viewing, training, practice trials and main experiment. During the experiment, more instructions will appear on screen. Try not to move your head during the experiment or the calibration.”

[Calibration task]
[Press the space bar to start the calibration] - [Verify if calibration is ok]. 
4. “Please, look to the left side of the screen. Please, look to the right side of the screen. Please, look to the center. Please, look in around of the screen.”
[Free viewing - Training - Practice trials]

[Main Experiment task] – Part I and Part II (same instructions)
5. “Would you like a break or are you prefer to continue? 
[Press the space bar to start the calibration] - [Verify if calibration is ok]. 
6. “Please, look to the left side of the screen. Please, look to the right side of the screen. Please, look to the center. Please, look in around of the screen.”

7.  “Ok. The experiment finished. You can leave the room. Thank you.”
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
